Section 8 

Liability
8.1 To the extent AAA Affiliate is held liable to AAA Partner under an applicable and stringent national product liability law, AAA Affiliate’s liability is limited to damages for bodily injury and direct damages to tangible property.
8.2 Notwithstanding Section 8.1. above, in no event will AAA or its Affiliates, to the fullest extent permitted by law (i.e. slight negligence), be liable for actual loss or direct damage that is not listed in Section 8.1. above; including, but not limited to damages for loss of data, or software restoration; damages relating to AAA Partner's procurement of substitute products; or incidental, special or consequential damages (including additional costs or lost profits). If AAA Partner claims gross negligence on AAA or AAA Affiliate’s part, the burden of proof of such negligence lies with the AAA Partner. 

8.3 AAA Partner is responsible for any modification he makes to the AAA Products or for any commitment made with respect to special interfacing, compatibility or suitability of AAA Products for specific applications.

Section 9 

Brands
9.1.
Any use of AAA's brand (trade or service marks, signs and the like) by AAA Partner will be subject to the Agreement with AAA Affiliate and compliance with AAA's Trademark Standards.

9.2. AAA Partners agree not to be involved in any activities that might cause harm to or negative publicity to the AAA brand.

Section 10 

Assignment
Neither Party shall assign, transfer, or otherwise dispose of the Agreement in whole or in part to any individual, firm or corporation without the prior written consent of the other Party, except that AAA Affiliate shall have the right to transfer the Agreement, or parts of the Agreement, to another AAA group company by giving AAA Partner a sixty (60) days prior notice in writing. 

Section 11
Severability, Governing Law and Jurisdiction

12.1. Should any provision of this Agreement be or become invalid or unenforceable, the validity or enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not be affected. In such case the Parties commit themselves to take up immediately negotiations in order to replace the invalid or unenforceable provision by a valid and enforceable provision that shall correspond as much as possible to the spirit and purpose of the ineffective provision it is replacing.

12.2. The Agreement and the individual contracts of sale, concluded under this Agreement shall be governed by the material laws of __________________ (country). The applicability of the UN Convention of the Sale of Goods is explicitly excluded from this.
